Dear Parents,


Please allow me to officially welcome you and your child into Christ the King’s Confirmation program.  I am delighted that we have such a dedicated group of young adults and parents.  


I feel it is important to review some of my aspirations and expectations for your child’s participation in the program.  First, I am very impressed by and very committed to the service component of our program.  As our children move closer to their adult role in the church, personal and community service provide a wonderful, enriching way for the youth of our parish to experience that sense of giving back to others.  It is mandatory that the candidate completes this important commitment to be eligible to receive Confirmation.   In addition, I know each of our confirmation classes will volunteer for the St. Vincent de Paul dining hall, which is an extremely valuable experience for all the students. 


It is extremely important for your child to participate in the sacrament of the Holy Eucharist on a weekly basis.  I expect that you will ensure your son or daughter’s regular attendance at one of Christ the King’s weekend masses or at another parish.  Receiving the Eucharist on a weekly basis is the ultimate way in which our youth solidify their relationship with God, especially as He guides them toward becoming a Confirmed member of God’s family.  As explained at the parent/candidate meeting, each candidate is asked to sign his or her name in a book that is located in the corridor in the upper church after attending Mass. If, for some reason, the candidate needs to attend Mass at another parish, the candidate should bring a bulletin from that parish to the teacher at the next class.  The candidates will begin signing in the book on the last weekend in September.


  The many facets to our Confirmation program will enhance the process by which your son or daughter grows into their adult role in our parish community. God bless you and your family as together you grow in God’s love in the celebration of the sacrament of Confirmation.
