Every week your child’s teacher will send home important information in your child’s folder.  When a review test is sent home, please take the time to go over it with your child and return it to class the next week.  There is a family review sheet at the end of each chapter.  Use this to review the material that has been taught to your child.

Using We Believe at Home Series

Family Faith Backgrounds – These are written so parents or guardians can grow in their own knowledge of the faith.  They also encourage them to examine both how they may grow in their own faith practice, and how they may witness to living of this faith to their children.

Faith Summary – This outlines what the young person has learned and is expected to remember and practice.

Family Faith Activities – These are designed to help parents see if their children have an understanding, compatible with their age level, of the faith the catechist presented.  More importantly, they are designed to generate ongoing conversation about faith in the home.  This is critical, for research shows that regular family conversations about faith have a tremendously positive effect on young people’s lifelong faith attitudes and practices.  These faith activities include:

- “Hands-on” activities rooted in the lesson and designed to reinforce the faith learned.

- Practical suggestions as to how the family can serve and work for peace and justice.  

- Ideas for participating more fully in the Parish’s liturgical celebrations.

Family Prayer – Each “Sharing Faith with My Family” page has a short but profound family prayer experience.

Review – Here the family, rather than only the catechist, is given an opportunity to determine the child’s faith, knowledge, attitudes, and willingness to practice faith. 

Home-to-Catechist Communication – This section provides an easy but regular way for the family not just to return the homework pages to the catechist, but to let the catechist know whether the young person is learning, or if he/she appears to need re-teaching of any of the items in the ‘Faith Summary.’  More importantly, it provides the parent with an easy way to ask the catechist to phone home to discuss either the child’s or the family’s faith growth.  

Catechist-to-Home Communication – Each chapter lesson plan gives practical suggestions to the catechist as to how to follow up both the returned and non-returned homework pages.  This ensures that the two-way communication between catechist, child, and home is cyclical and unbroken.
